The Facility Representatives Task Team has proposed that the following new reporting criterion be added to DOE M 232.1-1A. 

“Lockout/Tagout procedure not performed in accordance with DOE Order 5480.19, Chapter IX requirements, and which results in inadequate personnel or equipment protection.  Examples of inadequate lockout/tagout protection include: failure to use the lockout/tagout process when required, discovery of hazardous energy subsequent to the energy isolation verification process associated with installation of locks/tags, placement of locks/tags on an incorrect component, performance of work by personnel or organizations not authorized on the lockout/tagout record, unauthorized removal of locks/tags, and repositioning or operation of locked/tagged components.”
