1, The Chief of the Dureau of jledicine and Surgery has requested that
the following directive be promulgated to separation activities by

tion and cormpliance,

"l. It is directed that all personnel being separated from
the naval service who were on duty in connection with 'Opera-~
tion Crossroads! or with the Radiological Safety PFrogram of
the Navy, be jiven a complete blood count prior to separation,

"2. It is further directed that any abnormalities (white
counts btelow 4,000 or above 11,000 are considercd abnormal)
observed after repeated tests be remorted to the Turcau of
liedicine and Surgery by dispatch and that personnel con-
cerned be retained on board pending further instructions
from the Dureau of lMedicine and Surgery."
