1. The followinginformationis submittedas a guideto per-
sonnelwho will activelyparticipatein the operationsof the
RadiologySafetySection,JointTaskForceCne:

a. Immunizationsrequiredfor all personnelpriorto de-
parturefor overseas:

(1) One (1) stimulattigdose of lcc of typhoidserum
withinthe lastyear.

(2) One (1)vaccinationfor smallpoxduringthe last
threeyears.

(3) One (1) seriesof tetanustoxoidand one stimu-
latingdose of lcc if the basicseriesis of more thanone year~s
duration.

(4) One (1) series of typhusinoculation.

b. Eachperson,both civilianand military,willhave a
routinemedicalexaminationpriorto departurefromthe U. S. The
examinationwill includea bloodtest consistingof a smear,RBC and
llJBccounts. Theseexaminationsmay be performedlocally.

c. It has been suggestedthat civilianpersonneluse
army khakisfor apparelwhileaboardship. This item of clothingIs
optionalbut the suggestionis placedsinceit is easilylaundered
and will allowcivilianpersonnelto enjoythe privilegesof officers’
clubs,post exchanges>etc.

d. Baggagefor personneltravelingvia air is limitedto
forty (40)pounds.

e. Baggagefor personneltravelingvia shipshouldnot
exceedone hundredfifty(150)pounds. This baggageshouldbe in
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containersno largerthan standardarmy foot lockers(30ax16%13M).
Heavy baggagemay be leftat the Oakland,CaMfornia office;how-
ever,if heavybaggageis takenaboardship,it willhave to be
stowedbeneathbunks.

f. Underclothing,SOX,etc, for the attendanceperiod
shouldbe sufficientto allowfor normalwear and tearand lmndry
facilities.

g. Towelswill be availableaboardthe hospitalship
but it is suggestedthata few be takenin caseof an emergency.

h. Therewill be a shiptsstoreaboardfor sundriessuch
as razorbladesySoap$etc.

i. It Is advisedthatcamerasnot be takenaboardship
for the followingreasonss

(1) Censorshipof film
by officersof both the intelligence
groupsof JTF-1 at the testsite,on
extenton Hawaii.

and cameraswill be exercised
and technicalphotography
Kwajaleinand to a limited

(2) Aerialphotographsof any areaexcepton the
mainlandwill be confiscated.
