OF US WHO WILL STAY.” DEBRUM REPLIED, "1 DON'T THINK THE WORDS

'RISK THEIR LIVES' IS APPROPRIATE., WE WOULDN'T ADVISE THEM TO RETURN
IF THERE WAS DANGER TO THEIR LIVES,

9. GEORGE ALLEN ATTEMPTED TO LEAD PAUL GUDIKSEN INTO A DETAILED
TECHNICAL DISCUSSION OF SURVEY RESULTS, BUT GUDIKSEN DEFTLY AVOIDED
AN UNPRODUCTIVE DEBATE ON NUMBERS,

16. THERE FOLLOWED CONSIDERABLE FACTIONAL DEBATE AMONG THE KIL|
PEOPLE, WITH DISTAD DEBRUM SOMETIMES INVOLVED, REVEALING TG US

11. THE REMAINING SIGNIFICANT SUBJECT WAS MEDICAL EXAMINATIONS.
GEORGE ALLEN PROPOSED AN INDEPENDENT MEDICAL SURVEY PROGRAM FUNDED

BY ERDA BUT SELECTED BY MLSC IN BEHALF OF THE BIKINI PEOPLE. (I SHALL
EXPAND ON THIS LATER.) ONE YOUNG BIKINI SPOKESMAN STATED THAT HE HAS
LOST HIS TRUST IN (R. CONARD AND WOULD NOT PERMIT HIMSELF OR HIS FAMILY
TO BE EXAMINED BY CONARD. (1 AM ARRANGING TO DISCUSS THIS WATTER
PERSONALLY WITH CONARD BEFORE HIS SEPTEMBER SURVEY AND WILL REPORT

IN DETAIL LATER.)

12. AFTER CLOSING STATEMENTS BY ALL, THE BIKINI LEADERSHIP INJICATED
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THAT THEY NEED MORE TIME TO CONSIDER, AND MORE INFORMAT| ON, WE
INDICATED THAT WE WOULD RETWRN AT ANY TIME AT THE REQUEST OF THE DISTAD,
THIS IS A MOST ABBREVIATED REPORT IN ORDER TO MEET TWX DEADLINE,

WE DEPARTED KILI AT NOON SEPTEMBER 4 AND ARRI!VED MAJLRO AT 1039,
SEPTEMBER 5 IN TIME TO CATCH AIR MICRONESIA FOR KWAJALEIN,

TOMORROW, SATLRDAY, 6 SEPTEMBER, WILL BE SPENT AT BIKINI IN A REPEAT
