Since the vast majority of employees have access to computers, this has become an excellent forum to communicate safety information.  Each month a safety topic is identified and a narrative prepared that will communicate the message.  This message is then posted on the Laboratory’s homepage, so that for whatever reason you are unable to attend a safety meeting you can access the computer and participate in an online safety meeting.  Once an employee has reviewed the message online, they press a submittal button and the safety meeting is recorded on their safety plan.
